FIRST: HE HIS

“Andrew, Simon Peter’s brother,
was one of the two who heard what John had said
and who had followed Jesus. The first thing Andrew did
was to find his brother Simon and tell him,
‘We have found the Messiah.’
And he brought him to Jesus.”
John 1:40-42

SECOND: HE A

“Another of his disciples, Andrew, Simon Peter’s brother, spoke up.
‘Here is a boy with five small barley loaves and two small fish, . . .”
John 6:8-9

THIRD: HE

“Now there were some Greeks among those who went up to worship at the feast.
They came to Philip, who was from Bethsaida in Galilee with a request.
‘Sir,” they said, ‘we would like to see Jesus.’

Philip went to tell Andrew;

Andrew and Philip in turn told Jesus.”
